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1. Turn the tripod upside down and place it on a flat work surface. 

2. Remove the Phillips screw (Figures A, B ) that may be holding 
a swing arm. If the swing arm is present, discard it. Keep the 
screw! 

3. Remove one or two hinge clamps, using the 9/16” wrench 

(Figure C ) . 

4. Place the Stanley Keeper in place with the corner hole aligned 
over the screw hole. 

5. Add three 1/4” cut washers to the screw that had held the loop 

(Figure D ). 

6. Place the screw back in its original place (Figure E ) , tighten 
snugly. The SK should now be held firmly in place by the screw 
and washers. 

7. Replace the  hinge clamps so that all the leg hinges are 
properly supported. Make sure all the 9/16” bolts holding the 

hinge clamps are tight (Figure F ). 

8. Your SK is now ready to accept the attaching hardware.
